Study:  John 18:1 - 19:16. Köstenberger, Encountering John Read , Chapter 14, pages 166-170. 

a. Observation: What do the Scripture passages say? 

(1) Where are Jesus and His disciples at the start of this Scripture passage? 
(2) Who met Jesus and the disciples in the garden?  Why did they come at night? 
(3) Who are the soldiers looking for, how does Jesus respond, and how do the soldiers react? 
(4) What does Peter do and how does Jesus react? 
(5) Where is Peter during the trial? 

(6) Who does Peter encounter?  What is his reaction? 
(7) Who is Jesus taken to first?  What is Jesus asked and how does He respond? 
(8) Who is Jesus taken to second? 
(9) What does Pilate ask Jesus and how does he respond? 
(10) What is the interaction between Pilate and the Jewish leaders?

b. 
Interpretation: What does the Scripture passage mean? 

(1) Why was Jesus against Peter’s use of force against the soldiers?
(2) Why does Peter deny Jesus three times?
(3) Why doesn’t Pilate want to sentence Jesus to death?
(4) Why does Pilate have Jesus flogged? 

(5) Why does Pilate eventually have Jesus sentenced to death?
b. Application: How will you apply this Scripture passage in your life?
(1) What is the (a) warning and (b) hope that we have from Peter’s denials?
(2) How would you respond to someone who says, “What is truth?” (v.38) 
(3) How would you react to false allegations brought against you?
