Observation: What do the Scripture passages say? 

(1) Where is Jesus’ likely location at the start of this Scripture passage?  

(2) Where are Mary, Martha and Lazarus at the beginning of Chapter 11?
(3) How does Jesus hear about Lazarus’ sickness?
(4) What did Jesus do when he hears about Lazarus’ illness? Why? (John 11:4-6)
(5) What does Jesus mean by “sleep” in verse 11?
(6) What is Thomas’ comment about returning to Jerusalem in verse 16? Why? 

(7) Why does Mary say that Lazarus would not have died had Jesus been present verse 32?

(8) What seems to be the Pharisees’ chief concern about Jesus ministry in verses 47-48? 
What did the Jewish leaders decide to do at this point? See verses 53 and 57.
(9) Where does Jesus go toward the end of chapter 11? Why?

b. 
Interpretation: What does the Scripture passage mean? 

(1) How do the statements of Martha and Mary in John 11 reflect on the status of their faith? 
Did they fully understand Jesus ministry?
(2) How does Jesus’ raising of Lazarus demonstrate his status? How is this act symbolic of Jesus’ ultimate ministry?
(3) Explain how Caiaphas’ statement about sacrifice in verses 49-52 illustrate Jesus’ ultimate mission? 


c.
Application: How will you apply this Scripture passage in your life? 

(1) Does Jesus waiting two days to travel to Lazarus in verse 6 demonstrate a valuable point for you in your prayer life? 
(2) How can the faith demonstrated by Mary and Martha be an example to you in your daily Christian walk? 

(3) How can use chapter 11 in your own Christian testimony?
