Interpretation:  What does the Scripture passage mean?  
(1) Why was Jesus so “troubled” in this passage?  (John 6:70, 13:10-11, 18-19)
(2) How does foot washing fit into the greater picture of Jesus’ final hours with His disciples? (John 13:27-31, Matthew 10:24)
(3) What is the significance of the seating arrangement in John 13:22-26?

(4) Why does John tell us it is night in v.30?  (Luke 22:53) 
(5) What does Peter’s second confrontation with Jesus in this chapter tell us about him and maybe the rest of the disciples?  (vv.36-38)

c.
Application:  How will you apply this Scripture passage in my life? 

(1) Köstenberger does a good job of describing “troubled” in John 13:21.  What kinds of things trouble you spiritually?  Do they relate at all to what troubled Jesus? 

(2) What was new about the commandment that Jesus gave in John 13:34-35?  What specific things from this chapter can you do to show your love for your fellow believers? 

(3) Peter and Judas are the only disciples named in this passage.  We know the reason Judas was named but, why do you think Peter was?  Specifically, do you think Peter was over zealous or over confident?  Can you think of a time in your life that your confidence got you in trouble spiritually? 

(4) How has this passage made you see Jesus differently?  How has it made you see yourself differently?
