Observation: What do the Scripture passages say? 

(1) Where are the disciples at the start of this Scripture passage?  [MAP]
(2) Why did the disciples go to this location?  (see Matthew 28:16) 
(3) What were the disciples doing before they saw Jesus? 
(4) Where is Jesus when the disciples first see Him? 
(5) Who is the first to recognize Jesus? 
(6) Who responds the most promptly at the sighting of Jesus? 


b. 
Interpretation: What does the Scripture passage mean? 

(1) Why may Peter have returned to fishing in John 21:3?  

(2) Why wasn’t Peter preaching the Gospel at this point in time in light of John 20:21? 

(3) Why may have Jesus interacted with the disciples the way He did in John 21:4-8? 
(see Luke 5:1-11)

(4) Is there possible meaning in the fact that Jesus asked Peter three questions and gives him three commands in John 21:15-17? 
(5) What are some possible meanings to the word, “these,” in John 21:15?

(6) Who may Peter be referring to in John 21:21? 
(7) What may be Peter’s motives for asking about, “this man”? 
(8) Who might the, “we,” refer to in John 21:24? 
(9) Did John intend his Gospel to be an all-inclusive account of Jesus’s life and ministry?  

(see John 21:25) 

c.
Application: How will you apply this Scripture passage in your life? 

(1) How could Peter’s actions recorded in John prior to chapter 21 and Jesus’ discussion with Peter in John 21 be an example for your daily walk with Jesus (e.g., is failure in your Christian life and service a permanent problem)?  Share some of your struggles and how God has restored you. 
(2) How could Jesus’ words in John 21:6 provide direction for your life as a Christian? 
(3) What could you learn from John 21:23 about the importance of carefully studying the Scriptures?

Read John 20:30-31.  Conclude your study time with prayer. 
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
