(3) In John 2:11, what does the word “signs” mean in Greek? 

(4) Do you think there is any significance to Jesus’ first sign changing Jewish water used for purification into wine? (read Matthew 26:26-29, Mark 14:22-25, Luke 22:14-20, 1 Corinthians 11:23-26)
(5) How does this first sign support the purpose of The Gospel According to John? 

(6) How do Jesus’ followers respond to this miraculous sign? 


c.
Application: How will you apply this Scripture passage in your life? 

(1) What does this passage teach us about Jesus’ approach to life? (read Luke 5:33-39 and Luke 7:33-35)

Was Jesus promoting alcohol abuse with this sign? (read Proverbs 20:1, 23:19-21, 23:29-35, 31:4-7; Isaiah 5:11 and 22; Luke 21:34-36; Romans 13:13 and 14:21; Ephesians 5:15-21; Galatians 5:16-24; 1 Corinthians 5:11; 6:9-11, 8:9, 10:23, 10:31; and 1 Timothy 3:8)
