(2) What did Jesus mean by the surprising information He gave his visitor? 

(3) What is the significance of Jesus often saying, “Truly, truly, …”?  Why the doubling? 

(4) What did Jesus mean by His statement in John 3:13-14?  (see Numbers 21:4-9) 
(5) Will everyone be saved?  (universal reconciliation, universal salvation, universalism) 

(6) Why did John the Baptist respond to his disciples the way he did? 
(7) What do John the Baptist’s statements reveal about who Jesus is? 

c.
Application: How will you apply this Scripture passage in your life? 

(1) Are you “born again”?  How do you know?  Share your story. 
(2) What can you learn from Jesus’ approach to evangelism that you might be able to apply? 

(3) What impact does John the Baptist’s statement (John 3:27) have on the way you work and live? 

(4) What can you learn from John the Baptist about your role in ministry and sharing the Gospel?
