Lesson 1 (February 23, 2016) Daniel 1:17 (ESV) — As for these four youths, God gave them learning and skill in all literature and wisdom, and Daniel had understanding in all visions and dreams. [Daniel/Belteshazar, Hananiah/Shadrach, Mishael/Meschach, Azariah/Abed-Nego] 
Lesson 2 (March 1, 2016) Daniel 2:20-22 (ESV) — Daniel answered and said: 
"Blessed be the name of God forever and ever, to whom belong wisdom and might.

He changes times and seasons; he removes kings and sets up kings; he gives wisdom to the wise and knowledge to those who have understanding; he reveals deep and hidden things; he knows what is in the darkness, and the light dwells with him." 
Lesson 3 (March 8, 2016) Daniel 3:28 (ESV) — Nebuchadnezzar answered and said, “Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who has sent his angel and delivered his servants, who trusted in him, and set aside the king's command, and yielded up their bodies rather than serve and worship any god except their own God.” 
Lesson 4 (March 15, 2016) Daniel 4:3 (ESV) — "How great are his signs, how mighty his wonders! His kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and his dominion endures from generation to generation." [from King Nebuchadnezzar’s proclamation about God after the furnace] 
Lesson 5 (March 29, 2016) Daniel 5:26-28 (ESV) — "This is the interpretation of the matter: Mene, God has numbered the days of your kingdom and brought it to an end; Tekel, you have been weighed in the balances and found wanting; Peres, your kingdom is divided and given to the Medes and Persians." [Daniel interpreting the writing on the wall for King Belshazzar] 
Lesson 6 (April 5, 2016) Daniel 6:26b-27 (ESV) — "for he is the living God, enduring forever; his kingdom shall never be destroyed, and his dominion shall be to the end. He delivers and rescues; he works signs and wonders in heaven and on earth, he who has saved Daniel from the power of the lions." [King Darius’ decree about God after the lion’s den] 
Lesson 7 (April 12, 2016) Daniel 7:14 (ESV) — And to him was given dominion and glory and a kingdom, that all peoples, nations, and languages should serve him; his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom one that shall not be destroyed. [Daniel’s dream in which One “like the Son of Man” (Jesus) appears] 
Lesson 8 (April 19, 2016) Daniel 8:27 (ESV) — Then I, Daniel, was exhausted and sick for days. Then I got up again and carried on the king’s business; but I was astounded at the vision, and there was none to explain it. [Daniel’s response to the dream about the ram and the male goat] 
Lesson 9a (April 26, 2016) Daniel 9:16 (ESV) — "O Lord, in accordance with all Your righteous acts, let now Your anger and Your wrath turn away from Your city Jerusalem, Your holy mountain; for because of our sins and the iniquities of our fathers, Jerusalem and Your people have become a reproach to all those around us." 
Lesson 9b (May 3, 2016) Daniel 10:12 (ESV) — Then he said to me, "Do not be afraid, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart on understanding this and on humbling yourself before your God, your words were heard, and I have come in response to your words." 
Lesson 10a (May 10, 2016) Daniel 11:32 (ESV) — "By smooth words he will turn to godlessness those who act wickedly toward the covenant, but the people who know their God will display strength and take action." 
Lesson 10b (May 17, 2016) Daniel 12:3 (ESV) — "Those who have insight will shine brightly like the brightness of the expanse of heaven, and those who lead the many to righteousness, like the stars forever and ever." 
Lesson 11 (May 24, 2016 - Summary of Daniel) Daniel 2:44 (ESV) — "In the days of those kings the God of heaven will set up a kingdom which will never be destroyed, and that kingdom will not be left for another people; it will crush and put an end to all these kingdoms, but it will itself endure forever." 
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
